B. Identify Homonyms

Another challenge to struggling learners is the use of
homonyms. Because the word is spelled correctly and Spell
Checker does not identify it, learners do not realize that they
have chosen a word that does not have the correct meaning in
the context of their sentence. The Identify Homonyms support
helps learners with this problem.
